Rationale of the Committee
The Appropriations Committee decided to fund Minds Matter $1.00 for the 2010-2012 By-Line Funding Cycle. The Committee felt that Minds Matter did a great job with their budget proposal, presentation, and discussion of the group's impact on campus. Moreover, Committee members noted the high number of Minds Matter events on campus and the broad reach of many of the events for a relatively low expense. Additionally, members were concerned about large expenditures on advertising, particularly with Daily Sun Ads and t-shirts, and some Committee members felt that Minds Matter should receive a reduced allocation to reflect lower expenditures on these line items.
