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Accessible local events provide students, faculty, and staff with disabilities the necessary resources to participate in your organization’s programming. 

Recommended Actions
I have contacted the Cornell Office of Student Disability Services at accessibility@cornell.edu with a brief description of my event and its location in order to ensure accessibility.

I have noted whether my event is accessible to students with disabilities on publicity materials.

I have utilized multiple forms of advertising (e.g., posters, Facebook event) to reach a wide range of people, including the hearing and visually impaired.

I have ensured that at least one of the primary entrances to the building and a path to that entrance are accessible (i.e., paved sidewalk, ramp or left).

I have ensured that there are accessible restrooms in close proximity to my event.
