Whereas the historically large applicant pool for commissioner positions and selectivity of the
SAFC recruitment process ensure that the SAFC would neither sacrifice precision nor their
current standards of quality by increasing the number of commissioners;

Be it therefore resolved that the SAFC commissioner cap is increased from thirty to forty
people.

Be it therefore resolved that the 2.1 of the bylaws be amended to read:
The SAFC will consist of no more than 40 and no less than 30 members.
