Eligibility Statement 
 

According to the Bylaws of Cornell University Article 2 a.(4)(d) Two trustees shall be elected from among 
and by the membership of the university's student body at Ithaca for terms of two (2) years each, one 
being elected each year. 
 
To be eligible you must: 
 

• Undergraduate students may run for trustee in odd years and graduate or professional 
students may run for trustee in even years.  

• You must have no holds on your Spring ’11 registration. 
• Plan to attend classes on the Ithaca campus for the entire term of office. 

 
I state that I am eligible and willing to serve in the position on Trustee Board specified below.  I anticipate 
being eligible for the full length of the term for which I have chosen to run.  The signatures on the 
attached petitions are, to the best of my knowledge, from members of my constituency who are registered 
as students in one of the academic divisions of the university at Ithaca and possessing a currently valid 
student identification card indicating such registration. 
 
Note: Current participation in an off-campus program during the election period such as: Cornell-

in-Washington, Cornell Abroad, engineering co-op, or internship program does not 
preclude a student from being a candidate if he/she fulfills the other requirements.
